KAIST Global IT Technology Program(ITTP), sponsored by Korean Ministry of Science and ICT, offers a customized master's and doctoral
degree program for government officials in the IT fields of emerging countries.

Employees from private institutions cannot apply

Educational Background: A bachelor's or master's degree in the IT-related area

English Proficiency: TOEFL(iBT 83, PBT 560, CBT 220), IELTS 6.5, TEPS 599, TOEIC 720 or higher

English proficiency tests should have been taken within two years from the deadline of the online application

It can be replaced with English phone interview with ITTP director
